Fairfax County Public Schools is considering three options to make up four 
instructional days lost due to snow.  The School Board will make a decision on 
March 4th. 
Option 1 recommends turning a teacher workday on April 12 into a full day of school for all students 
and adding 30 minutes to each school day from March 8 through June 21 to make up four 
instructional days lost due to snow. 
Option 2 is the same as Option 1 with the exception that the amount of time added to each day is 
increased from 30 to 45 minutes per day.  This will cover the necessary makeup time and generate 
24.25 additional hours (or 4 days and 2.25 hours) as a reserve for inclement weather. 
Option 3 would use April 12, 2010, as the first makeup day and add the remaining three makeup days 
to the end of the year on June 23, 24, and 25.
